TIFFANY SHLAIN, Director  

Honored by Newsweek as one of the “Women Shaping the 21st Century,” Tiffany Shlain is a filmmaker, founder of the Webby Awards, and co-founder of The International Academy of Digital Arts & Sciences. A celebrated thinker and catalyst, she’s known for her ability to illuminate complex ideas in culture, science, technology, and life through her unique films, dynamic talks, and innovative projects. She’s delivered the keynote commencement address at UCBerkeley and her films and work have received 50 awards and distinctions. Her last four films premiered at Sundance, including her 2011 acclaimed feature documentary, Connected: An Autoblogography about Love, Death & Technology, which The New York Times hailed as “Examining Everything From the Big Bang to Twitter..incredibly engaging.” Connected had an 11 city theatrical US release this past fall and was just selected by the US State Department & USC as one of the films to represent America at the US embassies around the world for The 2012 American Film Showcase that kicks off in South Africa in June.  She is currently working on a new film series that employs a new way of making films that she calls, CLOUD FILMMAKING. The film series, Let it Ripple: Mobile Films for Global Change, will include twenty 4-minute films about important aspects of life that will then be offered for free with custom endings to organizations around the world to help further their mission. The first film, A Declaration of Interdependence, with music by Moby, has been translated into 65 languages and has been customized for free for over 100 organizations. The next two films in the series that Tiffany and her film studio are in production on are Brain Power, which explores the best way to nurture young children’s brains as well as the global brain we are creating via the Internet, and Engage, about the importance of engaging in society. They will both be released fall 2012. She just published a “Cloud Filmmaking Manifesto” at The Tribeca Film Festival where she received a 2012 Disruptive Innovation Award. She has been called the “Malcolm Gladwell of film,” and her work has been described as “the kind of films Buckminster Fuller would have made.” Tiffany is a Henry Crown Fellow of The Aspen Institute, a member of the advisory board of M.I.T.’s Geospatial Lab and The Institute for the Future.

Composer Gunnard Doboze scored the 2009 Oscar-nominated Last Campaign of Governor Booth Gardner. Impact Partners is a film fund for investors and philanthropists who seek to promote social change through film. Since its inception less than three years ago, Impact Partners has been involved in the financing of over 25 films, including two that have received Academy Awards—The Cove and Freeheld—and The Garden, which was nominated for an Academy Award for Best Documentary Feature in 2009. Other supporters of this project include Executive Producers Sarah Johnson Redlich, and Pam Boll.

ABOUT OUR DISTRIBUTION:

THE MOXIE INSTITUTE film studio is known for distributing socially minded films in exciting new ways by coupling traditional media like films, books, and live events with new technologies to engage people with the important questions of our day. Their previous project, The Tribe, was singled out by The Sundance Institute, The New York Times, and Variety as an example of innovative distribution using the Internet, and was the first documentary to reach #1 on iTunes. 

One year after the Connected world premiere at Sundance, The Moxie Institute team is having great success employing a combination of traditional distribution channels and new forms of self-distribution. Connected had a US theatrical release with Paladin in 11 cities, held over in 5 cities including New York City. After the theatrical release, Connected began a worldwide community screening tour where people can host their own screenings or hold fundraisers to raise money for non-profit organizations. They also launched the Connected Educator’s Edition, a discussion kit that includes a university curriculum to help educators bring these conversations about interdependence into the academic sphere, the Connected Companion Book: A Complete Guide to the Universe and Everything in It (Condensed Version), and a deck of conversation cards with images from the film, facts, and thought experiments to help take the conversation further. Ro*co Films, the international distributor, has made deals with Canada and Israel, with many more in the works. Still to come in 2012: New Video will be releasing VOD and DVD in late 2012 along with a home use version of the discussion kit, the mobile phone app including online discussion tools and ways to declare your interdependence.
